Public Evacuation Shelters
Hurricane shelters are a last resort. If you have family, friends, or
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a hotel to go to out of the area, it would be preferable to living
in a hurricane shelter. Emergency shelters will open county-wide
when evacuations are issued. Due to shelter safety reassessment,
your local shelter may change. Local media will advise when
and where shelters are opened. They can also be found on the
