Clearwater’s allure has 
historically been its beaches, 
which to this day remain the 
premier tourist destination 
on Florida’s West Coast. But 
our community has evolved 
during its 90-year history 
from a sleepy beach town 
to the county seat of a vital 
metropolitan area. In almost 
every neighborhood of 

our community, stylish new facilities, new 
businesses and residential development preserve Clearwater’s 
roots while forging its future.

There are many dramatic examples of the metamorphosis that 
continues to take place in our community, providing a window 
to the past and a suggestion of the city’s road ahead. Where the 
Carnegie Library of the 1920s once stood, our 90,000-square-foot 
Main Library now graces the bluff overlooking Clearwater Harbor. 
In addition to an enviable collection of books and materials, the 
library features state-of-the-art wireless Internet access for patrons 
with compatible laptop computers. 

The “rickety bridge” that was the original connection from 
the mainland to Clearwater Beach gave way to the Memorial 
Causeway drawbridge. Now, proudly standing in place of the 
drawbridge is a $60 million high-span bridge that combines 
elegance and safety for residents and beachgoers. And, along 
a two-mile stretch of the city’s beachfront that was virtually 
undeveloped when the city’s charter was signed, we are poised 
to implement Beach Walk, a luxurious pedestrian walkway with 
road improvements that will frame nearly $2 billion of approved 
hotel, condominium and business development. 

Clearwater is justifiably proud of these and many other communi-
ty successes, but redevelopment is not our only accomplishment. 
We also actively invest in our citizens, embracing the growing 
diversity found in every segment of our population.

In these pages, we are delighted to share Clearwater’s fascinat-
ing history alongside current trends, innovations and last year’s 
accomplishments. In that connection to the past, we hope you’ll 
find the special quality of our community that makes Clearwater 
residents and visitors alike sink their toes into the sand and claim it 
for their own.
