Conservation Overlay District program. 

•	 Began work on the Evaluation and Appraisal 
Report of the Comprehensive Plan to determine 
the effectiveness of the current plan and to 
identify local issues mandated by the State.

•	 Reviewed 197 site plan applications through 
the Development Review Committee (staff-level 
review) and Community Development Board 
(public hearing). Approved projects include 
the Sand Pearl Resort on Clearwater Beach 
with 253 hotel rooms, 119 condominiums and 
11,000 square feet of retail and the Water’s Edge 
mixed-use development on Osceola Avenue in 
downtown with 157 condominiums and 10,000 
square feet of retail space.  

• Processed 43 annexations, which increased the 
city’s tax base by an estimated $6.7 million.
