of the Youth Services Department is the Summer Reading Program, which encourages children to read during the summer and use the library’s resources. > Cleveland 

Street. Clearwater’s Main Street is undergoing a transformation through the Streetscape Project, which includes wider sidewalks, landscaped medians and a pedestrian-

friendly environment.  > Cooper’s Point. Cooper’s Point Preserve, just north of the Courtney Campbell Causeway, won the national Gulf Guardian Award. The City and 

Pinellas County jointly own the 75-acre wildlife preserve. > C-VIEW 15.
