Chairman Allbritton announced that he and the DDB administrator met at 3:00 p.m., 
October 11, 2006 at the Office of Deborah Clark, Supervisor of Elections for Pinellas County, 
located at 13001 Starkey Road in Largo, Florida to count the election ballots for the fiscal 
year 2006/07 Downtown Development Board annual election. 
 
The following results were announced: 
 
Seventy-three (73) ballots were received, representing 30% of the two hundred-forty (240) 
ballots mailed. One ballot was discounted for improper signature.  Thirty-two or twenty-one 
percent (21%) of the one hundred forty nine (149) designated property owners returned their 
ballots.    
 
The ballot count resulted in a tie between incumbent Beth Coleman and Dean Nichols for the 
two (2) and three (3) year seat.  Dennis Bosi received the most votes and will retain a three 
(3) seat. 
 
Chairman Allbritton concluded that a “run-off” election will be held at the October 11, 2006 
Downtown Development Board meeting.  The Board members will be asked to cast a secret 
ballot indicating each member’s choice for the three (3) year seat.  The member with the least 
amount of votes will fill the two (2) year seat. 
 
No official business was approved at this meeting.  
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
